5. If Mr. Larson paid four hundred twenty-five dollars for gas for his boat, how much of
the money he received from selling his fish will he have left?

6. Mr. Larson has three helpers. If he pays each of them one hundred twenty-five dollars
how much of the money he got from selling his fish will he have left?
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
